Normas para la presentaciéon de articulos

La Revista de Ciencias Politicas y Relaciones Internacionales es una publicacion de
la Escuela de Ciencias Politicas y Relaciones Internacionales de la Universidad de
las Américas en Quito, Ecuador. La revista publica articulos académicos, notas de
investigacion, articulos de revision tedrica y documentos de analisis de politica
publica con relevancia para el estudio y la practica de las Ciencias Politicas y las
Relaciones Internacionales, particularmente en el contexto latinoamericano. El
Consejo Editorial busca mantener un equilibrio entre las disciplinas de Ciencias
Politicas y Relaciones Internacionales, por lo tanto recibe articulos durante todo el
aflo de importancia para una o ambas disciplinas. La revista recibe articulos de
alumnos, profesores e investigadores profesionales a nivel nacional e internacional.
Los articulos académicos deberian ser motivados por preguntas tedéricas y basadas
en investigacién empirica. La revista no publica articulos de opinién, o los articulos
de un estilo esencialmente editorial o narrativa. Las posiciones adoptadas por los
autores estan enteramente expresadas bajo su responsabilidad, y no representan la
posicion oficial del Consejo Editorial o de la revista. Las notas de investigacion y los
articulos de revision deberian enfocarse en debates académicos con el fin de
profundizar en una posiciébn por medio de investigacion y andlisis original. Los
documentos de analisis de politica publica son piezas cortas y técnicas que
promueven la forma de abordar un problema particular de la politica publica nacional
0 internacional.

La revista recibe articulos escritos en espafiol o en inglés. Los articulos académicos
deberian tener entre 4.000 a 12.000 palabras, con notas, tablas, figuras y
apéndices. Los articulos mas cortos 0 mas largos también pueden ser considerados,
pero tal vez no sean competitivos. Todos los articulos deben ser originales y no
deben estar pasando por otro proceso de revision en otra revista.

El Consejo Editorial se reserva el derecho de tomar decisiones sobre la publicacion
de los articulos, y en numero de edicion en la que ellos aparezcan. El Consejo
Editorial busca mantener el anonimato del autor durante el proceso de revision
editorial, en virtud del principio de doble ciego. Por lo tanto, los autores deben
eliminar auto- referencias de sus articulos. Los manuscritos deben ser enviados
electrénicamente con un resumen de no mas de 200 palabras para
revistapolitica@udla.edu.ec. En un documento separado, los autores deben incluir

informacion pertinente, tal como su nombre (s), grados académicos recibidos o en

progreso, la afiliacion institucional (s), la fecha de presentacion, y una direccidn
postal completa y correo electrénico.

Una vez revisado el resumen, un miembro del Equipo Editorial se contactara con el
autor y le solicitara el envio del documento completo, al igual que de toda tabla o
gréfico en archivos separados en formato Excel o JPG segun corresponda.
Adicionalmente, toda tabla y figura deberd estar embebida en el lugar en el que

debe aparecer en el texto.

Los articulos son inicialmente revisados por el Editor en Jefe y por lo menos otro
Miembro del Equipo Editorial. Si un articulo se considera inadecuado para la revista
en esta etapa, los autores seran informados inmediatamente por el Editor en Jefe.
Los articulos que son seleccionados por el Editor en Jefe y el Equipo Editorial seran
revisados por arbitros adicionales desde dentro y fuera de la Universidad de las
Américas, en Quito. La practica general es que los articulos seleccionados son
revisados por al menos otro miembro del equipo editorial y de al menos un arbitro
externo. Los arbitros proporcionan una recomendacion al Consejo Editorial de si el
articulo debe ser publicado, y, en el caso de una recomendacion positiva, se
someteran también sus comentarios sobre el articulo. Los autores de los articulos
seleccionados recibiran una decisién y comentarios sobre sus articulos dentro de
dos o tres meses siguientes a la presentaciéon, en la que autores deberan trabajar
para hacer frente a cualquier comentario planteado por los revisores con el fin de
publicar sus articulos. Si el Editor en Jefe considera que las sugerencias realizadas
no se han abordado suficientemente, el Consejo Editorial se reserva el derecho de
no publicar el articulo, o dar al autor oportunidades adicionales para trabajar sobre el

texto hasta que los requisitos estipulados sean satisfechos.

Normas de estilo

A partir de su tercera edicion, la Revista de Ciencias Politicas y Relaciones
Internacionales se ajustard a The Chicago Manual of Style, 16w Edition. EI Manual
Chicago guiara preguntas de las citas y referencias, y, en lo posible, las cuestiones
de la gramatica y el estilo. Dado que la revista publica articulos tanto en los idiomas
espafiol e inglés, los articulos deben cumplir con sus respectivas normas
linglisticas. Los autores deberan ubicar sus articulos en el marco de la literatura
académica existente sobre el tema, mediante el uso de notas al pie. Estas notas
deben ser desde el principio en el manuscrito y remitir a los lectores a los articulos

antecedentes, sobre todo cuando hay un debate en la literatura. El Consejo Editorial



evitara la publicacién de una investigacion poco original, sin embargo, en el caso de
la supervision del Consejo Editorial, la responsabilidad por la publicacién de tal
investigacion recaera en Ultima instancia en el autor.

La Revista de Ciencias Politicas y Relaciones Internacionales cuenta con una
version especifica del sistema de notas, bibliografia basada en The Chicago Manual
of Style. Este sistema utiliza las notas bibliograficas (notas al pie), sin una seccién
final de referencias. El principal beneficio de este sistema para los autores es que
permite la facil integracion de notas sustantivas en el texto del articulo. Las
principales ventajas de este sistema para los lectores es que las fuentes de
informacion se pueden identificar de forma rapida y se pueden encontrar facilmente

otras obras académicas

relevantes sobre un tema determinado. A continuacion se proporcionan ejemplos de

algunos de los formatos mas comunes para las notas bibliogréficas.

NOTAS DE FONDO

A menudo es util al principio de un manuscrito para colocar el articulo de uno dentro
de la literatura académica existente a traves de la utilizacion de las notas de fondo.
El siguiente es un ejemplo de una nota tan sustantiva.

Submission Guidelines for Articles

Revista de Ciencias Politicas y Relaciones Internacionales is a publication of the
Escuela de Ciencias Politicas y Relaciones Internacionales of the Universidad de las
Américas in Quito, Ecuador. The journal publishes scholarly articles, research notes,
review articles, and policy papers with relevance to the study and practice of Political
Science and International Relations, particularly within the Latin American context.
The Editorial Council seeks to maintain a balance between the disciplines of Political
Science and International Relations, and therefore receives articles throughout the
year of significance to either or both disciplines. The journal receives articles from
students, professors, and professional researchers at the national and international
levels.

Scholarly articles should be motivated by theoretical questions and based on
empirical research. The journal does not publish opinion pieces, or articles of an
essentially editorial or narrative style. The positions taken by the authors are entirely
their own, and do not represent an official position of either the Chief Editor or the
publisher. Research notes and review articles should focus on a particular scholarly
debate and seek to advance a position through original research and analysis. Policy
papers are short, technical pieces advocating how to address a particular problem of
national or international public policy.

The journal receives articles written in either Spanish or English. Scholarly articles
should be between 4,000 and 12,000 words in length, including notes, tables,
figures, and appendixes. Shorter or longer articles are also considered, but may not
be competitive. All articles must be original, and must not be in process of revision in
other Journal.

The Editorial Council reserves the right to make decisions over the publication of
articles, including in which edition they will appear. The Editorial Council seeks to
maintain author anonymity under the double-blind principle during the editorial
decision-making and review processes; authors should therefore remove self-
references from their articles. Manuscripts must be submitted electronically with an
abstract of no more than 200 words to revistapolitica@udla.edu.ec. In a separate
document, authors should include pertinent information such as their name(s),
academic degrees received or being completed, institutional affiliation(s), the date of
submission, and a complete mailing address and email address.

Once that the abstract has been reviewed, a member of the Editorial Team will get in
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contact with the author and will ask for the submission of the full document, as well
as every table or graphic in separated archives in Excel or JPG format as the case
may be. Additionally, al tables and figures must be embedded in the place in which it
should appear in the text.

Articles are initially reviewed by the Chief Editor and by at least one other member of
the Editorial Team. If an article is deemed inappropriate for the journal at this stage,
authors will be promptly notified by the Chief Editor. Articles that are selected by the
Chief Editor and the Editorial Team are then reviewed by additional referees from
within and outside the Universidad de las Américas, Quito.

The general practice is that selected articles are reviewed by at least one other
member of the Editorial Team and by at least one external referee. Referees provide
a recommendation to the Editorial Council of whether or not the article should be
published, and, in the cases of a positive recommendation, also submit their
feedback on the article. Authors of selected articles will receive a decision and
feedback on their articles within two to three months of submission, at which point
authors must work to address any concerns raised by the reviewers in order to
publish their articles. If the Chief Editor believes that these concerns have not been
sufficiently addressed, then the Editorial Council reserves the right either not to
publish the article, or to give the author additional opportunities to work on the article

until the requirements stipulated by the Chief Editor are satisfied.

Style Norms

Beginning in its third edition, the Revista de Ciencias Politicas y Relaciones
Internacionales will conform to The Chicago Manual of Style, 16w Edition. The
Chicago Manual will guide questions of citations and referencing, and, as much as
possible, issues of grammar and style. Since the journal publishes articles in both the
Spanish and English languages, articles must conform to their respective language
norms.

Authors should place their articles within the existing scholarly literature on a topic
through the use of footnotes. These notes should be early on in the manuscript and
refer readers to antecedent articles, particularly where there is debate between
scholars. The Consejo Editorial will rigorously seek to avoid the publication of
unoriginal research; however, in the case of oversight by the Consejo Editorial, the
responsibility for publishing unoriginal research ultimately rests with the author.
Revista de Ciencias Politicas y Relaciones Internacionales employs a specific
version of the notes-bibliography system based on The Chicago Manual of Style.

This system uses complete, bibliographic footnotes, but does not include



bibliographies or reference sections. The main benefit of this system for authors is
that it allows for the easy integration of substantive notes into the text of the article.
The main benefits of this system for readers are that the sources of information can
be quickly identified and that other relevant scholarly work on a topic can be easily
found. Examples of some of the most common formats for bibliographic footnotes
have been provided below.

SUBSTANTIVE NOTES

It is often useful early in a manuscript to place one"s article within the existing
scholarly literature through the use of substantive notes. The following is an example
of such a substantive note.
